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Great for the Great Lakes
STARCRAFT Islander 221 BRKT

By Go Boating Test TeamThe Starcraft Islander 221 BRKT is
an offshore aluminum fisher
made for the Great Lakes and

coastal waters. At first glance it almost
looks like something the Coast Guard or
the Navy would have in its arsenal. What
it really is, however, is a smaller open-
water fishing boat with a number of
unique features.

The first area of the 221 to catch our
attention was the cuddy. First, we’re not
used to seeing a cuddy on an aluminum
boat; second, we’re not used to big win-
dows and tons of natural light; third, we’re
not used to seeing a cuddy this large on a
24-foot, 6-inch boat. This is what a
builder can do with aluminum compared
to fiberglass, and the overall result is a
large, well-lit cuddy cabin with impres-
sive space.

Central to this boat’s mission is catch-
ing fish, and that task is enhanced with a
large, open cockpit with plenty of free-

board and a vinyl deck for easy cleanup.
Under the port seat you’ll find a large aer-
ated livewell, and under the starboard seat
you’ll find storage and a dedicated com-
partment for tackle trays.

One great feature is the track system
that comes standard on the 221. There’s a
slotted track along the port and starboard
gunwales that allows you to mount rod
holders, downriggers and other fish-fight-
ing features. You can position your
devices wherever you want along the
tracks, and it’s easy to remove them when
you just want to go out for a cruise with
the family.

Our test boat was equipped with a 150
hp Mercury OptiMax outboard, which
delivered a peppy 45 mph top speed.
Remember that aluminum means less
weight, so you get more speed, perform-
ance and fuel efficiency out of fewer
ponies. Range is also important to
anglers, and we calculated about 250
miles at 30 mph with our 150 hp Mercury
